The 4-H Council and Leaders’ Association has made clarifications in the Member in Good Standing policy for the new 

4-H year. If you have any questions on the requirements please ask your club leader or call Amy. 

1. Re-enrolled members must attend 5 club meetings held during the program year. Any substitutions must be ap-

proved by the club’s organizational leader. 

2. New members must attend 50% of club meetings starting when they enroll. Any substitutions must be approved 

by the club’s organizational leader. 

3. Must participate in a demonstration, one 4-H community service project, and lead an activity, such as being a club 

officer, leading pledges, being in charge of recreation, etc., or other activities approved the club’s organizational 

leader. 

4. Must complete and turn-in a record sheet for each project. 

5. Members will be required to sign an annual acknowledgement of the Member in Good Standing requirements and 

turn-in with their enrollment form. 

6. A record showing completion of member in good standing requirements will be due to the 4-H Agent by July 13th 

and they must have been signed by the main organizational leader(s). 

7. These Member in Good Standing requirements must be fulfilled to be eligible to exhibit at the Eddy County Fair 

(both livestock and non-livestock projects). 

Pack your bags and prepare to be transported to the 2009 North Pole 

4-H Achievement Awards. Please join the reindeer and elves that will 

be at the Community Building in Artesia on Friday, December 4th at 6 

p.m.
